Consolidation Exercise:  Formatting Text and adding images




Complete the following tasks to consolidate your understanding of how to format a simple web page.


Introduction



Your friend, Sally, plays in a local dart team. She would like to create a webpage about the team. She has asked you to help her.



1. Double click on My Documents. Rename  a folder called darts inside My Webs, as  darts_your_name

2. Open FrontPage.
3. Create a new document.


4. Add the following title to your webpage:


The Rovers Darts Team


5. Add the following body text underneath the title:


Support the Darts Team! We play every Thursday evening and practice Sunday lunch time at The Rovers, in Coronation Street, in the Lounge Bar. We are always looking for new players to join our team. You don’t have to have played in a team before, just come along!
Save the file as index.htm in the folder called darts_your_name
Sally thinks that the first paragraph would look better if it were split into three separate paragraphs.


6. Insert a paragraph break before the sentence beginning We play… and before the sentence beginning We are always looking for…


Sally would now like you to format the webpage.


7. Format the title text as follows:


Change the font to Arial.


Change the alignment of the text to centre aligned.


Change the font size to size 6.
8. Format the text in the first paragraph as follows:


Change the font to Arial.


Change the font size to size 4.


9. Format the text in the final two paragraphs as follows:
Change the font to Arial.


Change the font size to size 3.


Sally would like you to emphasise some of the text.


10. Change the font style of the title text to be bold and italic.


Change the font style of the text …Thursday evening... to italic.


Sally would now like you to add some colour to the webpage.


11. Change the font colour of the title text to red.


Change the font colour for the text Thursday evening to blue.
Change the background colour for the page to #99FF99.
Add the image dart.gif to the page three times under the title, centre if necessary.

Add the dartboard.gif image under all the text, centre if necessary.
12. Save the file as index.htm in the folder called darts_your_name.


Open the file in your web browser to check that the file displays correctly.


Print the page from the browser.  While still in the browser, go to view, source.  Then print the html code from Notepad.  Collect your printout and try and identify the tags for the formatting and images.


You have now finished this exercise and should show the file called index.htm to your tutor for their comments.
