Consolidation Exercise 3:  Adding text




Complete the following tasks to consolidate your understanding of how to add a text file to a web site.

Your friend Sally would like you to add a third page to the web site you created for her and include some text for her visitors.

1. Start FrontPage.

2. Create a new page and save it as scorer.htm in the darts folder.

3. Ask your tutor to download a file, scorer.txt to your darts folder.

4. Insert the text file, scorer.txt, into the page you have created, keeping one clear linespace between paragraphs.

5. Format the heading, Guidelines for the Scorekeeper as follows:
Change the font to Arial.


Change the alignment of the text to centre aligned.


Change the font size to size 6.
6. Add the same background colour to this page as in previous pages

7. Add the text back under the last paragraph

8. Centre this and add a hyperlink back to links.htm
Make sure you have a similar ‘back link’ on links.htm taking you back to your first page.

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Guidelines for the Scorekeeper

Do not talk, drink or smoke while keeping score.
Do remain sill so you're not a distraction to the darters
Do not look af the shooter, but face the board.

Do not eall out the score of any darts unless asked and do not offer strategy suggestions (even when the darter is obviously shooting a the
wrong out).

The scorckeeper may inform the thrower what he has scored and what he has Ieft, when asked.
Do not change a score if the darter has shot again and a second score has been written down.

Do not record any bounce-outs as a scoring dart.

The score of a dart is determined from the side of the wire af which the point of the dart has entered the board.

Do not show any signs of emotion when scoring.

Always keep the darters on the same side of the scoreboard, for all matches, no matter who wins the diddle or who is starting first. I Team A
is on the left hand side of the scoreboard for the 15t game, then Team A should be on the left hand side of the scoreboard for all remaining

games.
