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Styles are sets of consistent formatting controls that alter and control font, size, emphasis, alignment or spacing.  As in MS Word, styles can be applied in FrontPage by selecting text and applying a style name (see Fig below).
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Practice Ex 1:
1. Create a new web folder, Styles. 

2. Create a new page in FrontPage, type in ‘This is heading 1’ then press return.  

3. Next type ‘This is heading 2’, then press return.  

4. Select ‘This is heading 1’ and then click the drop down arrow on the Style box on the formatting toolbar and choose Heading 1.
5. Select ‘This is heading 2’ and then click the drop down arrow on the Style box on the formatting toolbar and choose Heading 2.

6. Switch to HTML mode to see how the styles are represented by the tags, H1 and H2.
7. Save the file as css.htm within your folder Styles.
Using FrontPage to create an external cascading style sheet (css)
To apply style changes consistently over an entire site, external cascading style sheets should be used.  Although an external style sheet can be created externally, for e.g., in Notepad, you can also use FrontPage. 
Practice Ex 2:  
1. Open css.htm and edit so there are 3 heading levels plus another non-formatted line as below.
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We will be changing the formatting applied by the three HTML tags used, H1, H2, 
H3 and the information will be saved in a separate file with a .css file extension.
2. On the File menu, click New, Page or Web.  Select ‘Page templates’ from the New Page or Web task pane and the Style sheets tab and then ‘Normal Style Sheet’ and OK: A new style sheet is created. 
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3. Click Format, Style.  To redefine a tag, choose the html tag you want to modify, e.g., H1, and click Modify. Under style type, choose whether the style will apply to a paragraph or character.  Click Format, and then specify the modified style.

4. Modify the H1 tag as below.
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5. Check out the HTML mode.
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6. Save the style sheet as css.css.
7. Add more to the style sheet as below.
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8. To define a new style, fancy, click ‘New’, and then in the name selector box, give the new style a name.  Then proceed to format as above.  Finally re-save the style sheet.

9. To apply the style sheet to styles.htm, select the element, then go to Format, style sheet Links, and add the required external style sheet(s) to your page(s).  
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10. In Normal Mode, view the page.  It should look something like the one below.  
Now, every time you use the H1, H2, H3 styles, they will appear as below. 
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11. To apply the fancy style to the final line, select the text, then on the Formatting toolbar, in the Style box, click the user-defined or built-in style(s) required.
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12. You decide that the fancy style font-size is too large.  Open css.css and modify the style so it is 18pt and a different colour. Save the style sheet and view styles.htm again.  
This is the beauty of style sheets; if you had created a dozen pages with this style sheet attached, the style would have altered in all of them at once, saving a lot of reformatting.

Background information about Cascading Style Sheets
There are three different ways to apply style sheets: 

1. Inline Styles 
You can apply a style to any individual html tag in a page. This is something you already do to some degree all the time. For example, you can easily change the text colour of an individual paragraph in your page. In so doing you are applying a style to that portion of the page – or an ‘Inline Style’. 

2. Embedded Style Sheets 
An embedded style sheet controls the formatting of an individual page. The Style Sheet is placed between the <head> and </head> tags. 

If you have used FrontPages facility to apply a ‘rollover effect’ to text links you will have placed an embedded style sheet in the head of your document which will look something like this: 

<style fprolloverstyle> 
A:hover {color: red; font-weight: bold} 
</style> 

This causes your hyperlinks, when in the hover state, to appear red and bold.

In the case of CSS the effect it the same but formatting is a little different and the same style sheet would look like this:

<style type=text/css> 
A:hover {color: red; font-weight: bold} 
</style>

3. Linked Style Sheets 
This is where the real power of style sheets is found. You can create a stand alone set of instructions for how things should appear on your page – a Style Sheet, saved as a separate file with .css as the file extension.

H1 { font-size: x-large; color: green }

H2 { font-size: large; color: blue }

.note { font-size: small }

#footer { font-family: serif }

- and then link it to as many pages of your site as you wish

<link href="Name_of_external ss.css" rel="stylesheet" type="text/css">
This single style sheet will control the appearance of all the pages and making a change to it will affect all pages at once.  


‘Cascading’ style sheets refers to a set of priorities: 

- In line styles take precedence 
- Embedded styles come next 
- Where neither an inline not an embedded style is used the linked style will apply 
This is referred to as the ‘cascade’. 

A simple Style Sheet 

<style type="text/css">
H1{font-family: Verdana, Helvetica, sans-serif; color: red; font-weight: bold;}
</style>
Rules

A style sheet consists of a series of rules that will be interpreted by the browser to display the content of your page.  

This particular Style Sheet has just a single rule which tells the browser how any text surrounded by the <H1></H1> tags should appear. 

Selectors and Declarations

Each rule in a style sheet must have two components - a selector and a declaration.

H1, or the tag whose style is defined, is referred to as a selector. Any HTML tag can be a selector.

Every thing within the curly braces {} is referred to as the declaration. 

Look very carefully at how it is written: the selector, followed by the declaration in curly braces:  

H1 {font-family: Verdana, Helvetica, sans-serif; color: red; font-weight: bold;}

Properties and Values

The declaration in turn consists of a series of properties and their associated values. 

In our simple style sheet three properties for H1 and their associated values are defined. The properties and their values are as below:
