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Well done, you have several pages, now we need to link them!

Level 1:  You are going to learn about hyperlinks.  
View: http://www.multimediastory.org/webdesign/hyperlinks.htm to find out a little more before you start.
It is a feature which allows users to move around a web site or web page, by clicking on text, buttons or other images. Clicking these links is known as browsing. You can add image or text hyperlinks which link to another web page, or part of a page in your web site, or to an external web site or provide a way for your visitors to contact you by email.

A simple email link can allow your visitors to click an image or some text, which then brings up a correctly configured and installed email program, for e.g., Outlook Express.  They can then send an email which is automatically addressed. 

NB:  This will only work if you have email set up correctly on your computer.  At Cottingham it will not work properly.

It is the first page of a web site to load, and should be named index.htm

It is a diagram showing how all the pages in a site are linked.




The Figure below shows some examples of links on the BBC site.  In each case, a pointing finger gives the visitor information that clicking will lead somewhere.  
You will now add an image link to your first web page, index.htm, which will take the visitor to your second page, favs.htm.

1. Start FrontPage and open the files you created in week 1, index.htm and week 2. favs.htm.
1. Click on the picture you added to select it.
2. Go to the Insert menu, then click Hyperlink from the list or click the Insert Hyperlink button on the toolbar. 
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3. Select favs.htm from the list.

4. Click OK to apply the hyperlink to the image.

5. Now test index.htm in the browser.

6. Click on the link to go to the next page, does it work?

It might be a good idea to add a hyperlink to the text ‘Click here to Enter’ as well

7. Go back to index.htm.

8. Select the text ‘Click here to Enter’ as below
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9. Go to the Insert menu, then click Hyperlink from the menu or click the Insert Hyperlink button on the toolbar. 
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10. A before. Select favs.htm from the list.

11. Save and test the link in the browser (remember to refresh).
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12. Print your first page, index.htm from the browser, go to File, print.

13. Print the HTML, go to View, Source and print from Notepad.
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	Normally we would add a link to allow the visitor to return to the home page from favs.htm.  Our next task is to add hyperlinks to favs.htm


However at this point it would be a good idea to draw out a site map diagram showing all the hyperlinks you will need between all pages.

For most people favs.htm will be the page from which most navigation will take place and it needs to have most of the hyperlinks and each page should link to it.
